Finally, visit the new Acropolis Museum, the 
striking modern building built at the base of the monument where many of the original statues from the 
Acropolis are now displayed.

DAY 4, Friday - Embark Cruise 
Enjoy the morning at leisure in Athens. At Constitution Square, perhaps catch a glimpse of the colorfully-
costumed Evzone guards, outfitted in the traditional Greek style. See the Ancient Agora with its impressive 
temples and public buildings or walk through the old Plaka district. This afternoon transfer to the port in Piraeus 
(Athens) for embarkation. The ship sails at 6:00 pm. Sail overnight to Istanbul

DAY 5, Saturday - Afternoon in Istanbul

DAY 8, Tuesday - Morning in Patmos, Afternoon in Kusadasi 
Enjoy breakfast on board and the morning at leisure in Patmos (Greece) from 7:00 am to 10:30 am. Afternoon 
at leisure in Kusadasi (Ephesus, Turkey) from 2:30 pm to 8:30 pm. Renowned for its beaches and attractive 
view of the Aegean, Kusadasi is near to several historical sites including Ephesus, the Temple of Artemis and 
the House of the Virgin Mary. Next, Sail to Rhodes 
Overnight: Cruise 
Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 9, Wednesday - Full Day in Rhodes 
Enjoy a full-day at leisure on the island of Rhodes (Greece) from 7:00 am to 6:00 pm, the largest island of the 
Dodecanese archipelago. Explore the island's medieval Old Town, preserved in and around the walls of a 
Venetian castle, built by the 14th century Knights of St. John. A UNESCO World Heritage Site, the citadel of 
Rhodes is located at the far northern end of the island and is considered one of the best preserved medieval 
towns in the Mediterranean. Cruise in the early evening to Heraklion 
Overnight: Cruise 
Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner 

DAY 10, Thursday - Morning in Crete, Evening in Santorini 
Arrive this morning in Agios Nikolaos (Crete, Greece) at 7:00 am. Enjoy a half day at leisure to explore the 
island on your own before cruising at noon. This evening, enjoy a brief stop on the island of Santorini. Known 
for its breathtaking caldera, Santorini is also famous for its sandy beaches, colorful sunsets, and whitewashed 
buildings along the sea-cliffs

DAY 11, Friday - Disembark Cruise 
Disembark the ship and transfer to the airport for your flight to the USA
